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The Women and Employment Survey provided the first comprehensive birth and marriage histories for a nationally representative sample of women.  The paper will illustrate how they can be used in conjunction with subsequent data from the BHPS to examine how family dynamics have changed across cohorts. It will particularly focus on the dynamics of non-marital childbearing.
